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through the understanding of God’s Word. 
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In 1994 Glasgow Reformed Presbyterian Church built a new childrenôs wing.  The following 

year Sherry Bitler, Director of Childrenôs Ministry, opened registration for a weekday            

Preschool Ministry.  Thus, Glasgow Christian Academy (GCA) began - formerly known as 

Glasgow Reformed Presbyterian Church (GRPC) Preschool.  It started with 32 children and 

each year enrollment has grown.  Kindergarten classes were added in 2000, First Grade in 2004, 

Second Grade in 2005, and a combined 3rd/4th grade class in 2006. We are currently offering 

enrollment through 8th grade as we follow God's direction for this ministry. 

 

¶ We believe the Bible to be the inspired, the only infallible, authoritative Word of God.  

¶ We believe that there is one God, eternally existent in three persons: Father, Son and 

Holy Spirit. 

¶ We believe in the deity of our Lord Jesus Christ, in His virgin birth, in His sinless life, 

in His miracles, in His vicarious and atoning death through His shed blood, in His    

bodily resurrection, in His ascension to the right hand of the Father, and in His personal 

return in power and glory. 

¶ We believe that for the salvation of lost and sinful people regeneration by the Holy 

Spirit is absolutely essential. 

¶ We believe in the present ministry of the Holy Spirit by whose indwelling the Christian 

is enabled to live a godly life. 

¶ We believe in the resurrection of both the saved and the lost; they that are saved unto the 

resurrection of life and they that are lost unto the resurrection of damnation. 

¶ We believe in the spiritual unity of believers in our Lord Jesus Christ. 

¶ We believe in the Five Points of Calvinism:  Total Depravity, Unconditional Election, 

Limited Atonement, Irresistible Grace and Perseverance of the Saints. 

 

Glasgow Christian Academy is a ministry of Glasgow Church. Our teachers and support staff 

are mainly comprised of GRPC members.  The academy was created to offer a godly alternative 

to the public school system and is available to the community as well as our church family.  

GCA strives to teach Godôs Word from a reformed perspective.  It is our desire to love and 

challenge our students according to biblical principles.  Our prayer is that students will obtain 

academic excellence, conduct themselves with strong moral character, and eventually develop a 

relationship with Jesus Christ.  We believe an understanding of Godôs Word and an ability to 

apply it to daily life choices prepare the foundation students need to comprehend the life story 

of Jesus.

GCA must be informed in writing of any student that will not continue in school for whatever 

the reason.  All records will be forwarded, if needed, once all financial obligations to the school 

are met. 

 

If a parent has a conflict with a teacher, we recommend they address the teacher directly.  If the 

problem cannot be resolved, the GCA Administrator may be contacted to meet with the parent 

and the teacher to resolve the conflict.

The school day for 1st through 8th grade begins promptly at 8:40 a.m.  Doors open and the 

drive up drop-off begins at 8:15AM.  (Drop-off ends promptly at 8:30AM.)  Students need to be 

in their classrooms by 8:30AM to truly be prepared for class.  Being late disrupts the class and  

hinders academic progress.  Please do everything in your control to make sure your student ar-

rives on time. Elementary & Middle School students who arrive late need a late pass from the 

school office to proceed to class.   Three lates will count as one absence and affects Elemen-

tary Perfect Attendance records as well as  grade advancement decisions. 

 

Absences 
 

Regular attendance is to the studentôs advantage for academic progress.  For that reason the  

following policy is enforced:   

¶ An accumulation of more than 20 absent days (elementary school) will result in         

retention of the student at the current grade level. 

¶ After each absence from school, the student will bring a note for their file from the    

parent or guardian stating the reason for the absence. 

¶ A note from a parent or a doctor will ensure that work will be sent home and can be 

made up, but more than 20 days missed of school (for whatever reason) will keep the 

student from being promoted to the next grade. 

¶ Work (including tests) missed by the student during an excused absence must be made 

up within a time period equivalent to the time missed.  When a student misses a test, the 

test will be administered when they return or when it is convenient for the teacherôs 

schedule. 

¶ For an absence of five or more days, the student must bring in a note from the doctor 

stating the nature of the illness. 

¶ Full-day students arriving after 11:00 a.m. or leaving prior to 1:00 p.m. will be marked 

absent for half a day. 

ATTENDANCE POLICY 
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Late Pick up  
 

Children must be picked up from school on time!  There is a limited amount of  time between  

morning and afternoon Preschool and Kindergarten .  If children are picked up late, teachers do 

not have adequate time to eat lunch and set up for their afternoon classes.  Similarly, teachers of 

Elementary Students need time at the end of the day to prepare for the next dayôs activities.  . 

While we understand the occasional delay or emergency circumstances;  habitual lateness  

will result in the assessment of late fees.  Parents are considered late if they are not waiting for 

their child(ren) at dismissal.  At that time a $5.00 late fee will be assessed, and for each addi-

tional 5 minutes of lateness, another $5.00 will be added.  Payment of all late fees must be paid 

to the teacher on the following school day. 

 
 

Early Dismissals   
 

Students requesting an early dismissal are required to bring a note from home and give it to the 

teacher first thing in the morning.  Students leaving early still must be signed out from the GCA 

office. 

 

 

Reminders will be sent home for days when school is not in session.  In the event of a school 

closing or early dismissal due to inclement weather, GCA will publish instructions on our   

website (www.grpc.org/gca/gcahome.html) under the ñNoticeò tab, on ABC-TV channel 6 and 

through the  following local radio stations as well:

The Delaware Fire Prevention Rules and Regulations require all schools to hold monthly fire 

drills.  We will be complying with these  regulations, thus having monthly fire drills.  

 

 

Visitors are welcome in the classroom.  All visitors must check in with the school office before 

entering any classroom and wear a Visitor Nametag while in the building.  Visitors must adhere 

to all GCA rules and regulations. 

SCHOOL CLOSINGS 

FIRE DRILLS 

VISITORS 
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The Delaware Code for EducationðHealth and Safetyðstipulates that schools shall not permit 

a child to enter school without acceptable evidence of immunization records. Therefore, all   

students attending GCA must submit a State of Delaware Child Health Appraisal form listing 

the childôs current physical examination and immunizations prior to the first day of school.     

Physicals are required for the following years: 3-year old, 4-year old, kindergarten, sixth-grade.  

Current immunization must be shown, and maintained, for all students. According to Delaware 

law, students can be exempt from school without proof of current immunizations and screening 

tests. 

 The immunizations required are as follows: 

¶ Four or more doses of diphtheria, tetanus, pertussis (DTaP, DTP, or other approved vaccine) 

or diphtheria, tetanus (DT) vaccine or a combination of these vaccines. 

¶ A booster dose of Td (adult) is recommended for all students, five years after the last DTaP, 

DTP or DT dose was administered. 

¶ Three or more doses of inactivated polio virus (IPV), oral polio vaccine (OPV), or a combi-

nation of these vaccines with the following exception: A child who received a third dose 

prior to the fourth birthday must have a fourth dose. 

¶ Two doses of measles, mumps and rubella (MMR) vaccine. The first dose should be admin-

istered on or after the age of 12 months. The second dose should be administered after the 

fourth birthday. Individual combination vaccines of measles, mumps, and rubella (MMR) 

can be used to meet this requirement. 

¶ Three or more doses of inactivated polio virus (IPV), oral polio vaccine (OPV), or a combi-

nation of these vaccines with the following exception: A child who received a third dose 

prior to the fourth birthday must have a fourth dose. 

¶ Three doses of Hepatitis B vaccine (Two doses of CDC approved vaccine for children ages 

11 - 15 may be used). 

¶ Varicella vaccine (chicken pox) is required beginning in the 2003-2004 school year with 

kindergarten. One dose is required for children through age 12. Two doses are required for 

children age 13 and older. A written disease history, provided by the health care provider, 

parent, legal guardian, Relative Caregiver ), will be accepted in lieu of vaccination. 

 

The screening tests required are as follows: 

Mantoux Tuberculin skin test or the results of a Tuberculosis risk assessment must be docu-

mented by new school enterers. Positive reactions or positive responses will require verification 

from a licensed health care provider that the individual does not pose a threat of transmitting 

tuberculosis to staff or other students. Verification shall include Mantoux results recorded in 

millimeters (if test were administered), current disease status (i.e. contagious or non-

contagious), current treatment (or completion of preventative treatment for TB) and date when 

the individual may return to his/her school assignment without posing a risk to the school set-

ting.  Documentation that a blood lead test was completed must be on file for Pre-K or kinder-

garten new school enterers and all students (from 1995 to present). 

 

Telephone calls will be made to parents in the event their student gets ill or hurt during the 

school day.  Emergency contacts will be called by the office in the order they are listed on the 

Emergency Contact Form.   

STUDENT HEALTH POLICY 
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All parents are to use their best judgment in making decisions as to whether the student 

should be absent from school due to illness.  Considering the health of the other students and 

teacher is appreciated when making the decision.  

 

¶ Temperature/Fever ï Student will be excluded with oral or axillary temperature of 

100.5 degrees or over, accompanied by behavior changes and/or other symptoms.     

Student must not return to school until fever has subsided below 100.5 degrees without 

antipyretics (Tylenol or Advil).  Student must be fever-free for 24 hours to return to 

school. 

 

¶ Chicken Pox (Varicella) ï Student will be excluded until all lesions have dried and 

crusted.  Student must  have a Doctorôs note before readmission to school. 

 

¶ Coughing ï Student will be excluded with severe coughing associated with difficulty 

breathing, sore throat, fever, or difficulty concentrating and performing at school;      

untreated wheezing. 

 

¶ Vomiting ï Student will be excluded after an episode of acute vomiting not related to 

coughing.  Student should remain at home until student has retained a bland diet and has 

resumed normal activities for 24 hours (a full day). 

 

¶ Diarrhea ï Student will be excluded from school if stool contains blood or mucus, if 

the student has acute diarrhea, characterized as two times the childôs usual frequency of 

bowel movements with a loose consistency within a period of 24 hours. 

 

¶ Eye Discharge ï Student will be excluded with purulent conjunctivitis (defined as pink 

or red conjunctiva with white or yellow eye discharge, often with matted eyelids after 

sleep and eye pain or redness of the eyelids or skin surrounding the eye) until examined 

by a physician and approved for readmission, with treatment started (24 hours after eye 

drops are started). 

  

¶ Impetigo ï Student is excluded until 24 hours after treatment has been initiated. 

 

¶ Jaundice (Yellow skin or yellow eyes) ï Student will be excluded until physician  

documents that a child poses no serious health risk to himself or other children. 

 

¶ Lice (Pediculosis) ï Student will be excluded for: 

o evidence of live louse found on childôs head 

o evidence of eggs (nits) found within ½ inch of scalp 

o if a child has not been treated with an over-the-counter pediculocide 

Student may return after the over-the-counter pediculocide is used and nits removed. 

 PLEASE KEEP YOUR CHILD HOME IF THEY EXHIBIT ANY OF THE FOLLOWING SYMPTOMS 
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¶ Pain ï Student will be excluded for severe pain or discomfort, particularly in joints,  

abdomen, and ears. 

 

¶ Sprains ï injured joints with swelling will need physicianôs note to be excused 

from activities and care at school if condition persists for more than 3 days. 

¶ Broken bones ï must have a note to be excused from activities and a note when 

student can resume activities. 

 

¶ Rash (Skin that is infected; untreated skin patches or lesions) ï Student will be excluded 

if rash accompanies fever or behavior change until physician has determined the illness 

not to be a communicable disease. 

 

¶ Scabies ï Student will be excluded until after treatment has been completed. 

 

¶ Strep Throat ï Student diagnosed by physician with streptococcal pharyngitis will be 

excluded until 24 hours after treatment has been initiated and until the child has been 

fever free for 24 hours. 

 

 

Guidelines for Medication at School 

 

If a student is in need of medication during school hours these guidelines must be followed: 

 

¶ Medicine must be brought into the GCA school office in the original container with  

EXACT dispensing instructions, students name and the prescribing physicians name. 

¶ A Medication Consent Form needs to be completed for each medication. 

¶ At NO time is a student permitted to carry medicine with them (in locker, purse, book-

bag, etc.) on school property. 

¶ Emergency medications (i.e. inhalers, epi pens, anti-convulsants/seizure medications 

will be stored in the classroom with Medication Consent Forms. 

 

Food Allergies 

 

Students with food allergies are required to bring their own snacks from home each day.  This is 

most applicable to preschool students as older students bring their own snack/lunch daily. 
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Train means, ñto exercise, to discipline, to teach and form by practice.ò  When a child is 

trained, the lessons he learns become part of his character.  Character training builds positive, 

behavioral habits, but it must also take place in a consistent manner.  It is our goal to encourage 

each student to develop Godly character and to aid in the development of the fruits of this    

character in their lives through consistent training. 

 

We will strive to support parental training so that children will: 

 

¶ Know, love and serve God and His Church 

¶ Respect authority and Obey willingly 

¶ Pay attention and follow directions carefully 

¶ Focus on the current task putting forth best effort 

¶ Learn, respect, and apply rules 

¶ Develop an appreciation for the benefits of hard work 

¶ Develop habits of carefulness, obedience, honesty, accomplishment, cooperation, 

perseverance, self-control, attentiveness, fairness, confidence, responsibility, effort, 

steadfastness, discipline, endurance, helpfulness, neatness, patience, good judgment, 

and respect 

 

All students are expected to respect and obey all GCA staff.  Students who have trouble follow-

ing rules will be verbally corrected and redirected toward positive, controlled behavior.  Should 

negative behavior continue after verbal correction, the student will be removed from the group 

and/or activity for a specific period of time.  Should negative behavior still continue, the student 

will lose part or all of recess and a written explanation of the behavior will be sent home.  Par-

ents will be notified of uncontrolled behavior so that parents might work together with teachers 

to improve the situation.  Students, who do not comply with basic expectations, even after con-

tinued teacher interaction with parents, will be asked to enroll in another educational facility. 

 

Students may not, at any time, harm or threaten another student.  

 

Positive Behavior Enforcement 

 
Panther PAT (Panther Applying Truth) 

Redeemable coupons will be issued to students when they are caught making a good choice.  

 

Demerit System 

 

A demerit system is in place for Middle School students who struggle to conform to general 

policies. 

CHARACTER TRAINING & DISCIPLINE 
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Preschool  
Preschool students should wear appropriate clothing for activities such as outdoor play,       

painting, sitting on the floor, snack time, etc.  Clothing and shoes (sneaker-type only) with    

buttons, buckles, zippers, snaps, etc., should be such that children can easily manage by     

themselves.    

 

Elementary/Middle School ( Kindergarten through 8th grade) 
Uniforms are available through Atlantic Embroidery , French Toast, or Lands End.  Uniform 

bottoms may also be purchased through local area retailers as long as they confirm to the speci-

fications noted below.Compliance is everyoneôs responsibility.  Students not dressed in appro-

priate attire will be required to change into appropriate clothing before returning to class.

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Curriculum 
 

GCA strives to meet the needs of every student as we support parents in the education of their 

children.  Our goal is to teach academics through a Biblical worldview.  The core curriculum 

consists of instruction in foundational subjects such as Bible, Language Arts, History, Geogra-

phy,  Science, Math, but includes fine art and practical art opportunities such as music, physical 

education, and basic life skills.   

 

Elementary/Middle School students will have the opportunity to participate in the following 

specialty classes. 

 

Reading and Math specialists will be available as needed for tutoring.  GCA and parents split 

any tutoring expenses. 

 

Bible/Chapel 
 

Bible time is a very important part of our daily school schedule.  The New International Version 

(NIV) of the Bible is used in the school for all memory work and Bible teaching.  It is a        

requirement that all Elementary Students have a Bible of their own for school use.    We will be 

teaching the basics of our Reformed faith beginning in Elementary and Middle School.  Chapel 

is scheduled for both Elementary and Middle School students on a regular basis.   

 

National Honor Society 
 

Membership in the National Junior Honor Society is both an honor and a responsibility.  Mem-

bership is ONLY open to those students in seventh and eight grade.  Students selected for mem-

berhip are expected to demonstrate the qualities of scholarship, service, leadership, and charac-

ter.  Students must achieve and maintain a MINIMUM GPA of 85% B, 3.0 (on a 4.0 scale).  

Students who have met the criteria will be invited to join by faculty invitation.  The NJHS in-

duction ceremony will be held in May.   
 

Student Government 
Each fall there is a Student Government election.  Middle School students have the opportunity 

to hold the offices of President, Vice President, Chaplain, Secretary, Treasurer.  A 5th grader is 

elected to represent the Elementary students.  Students in 3rd through 8th grade vote and elect 

the student officers.  All grades benefit from the Student Government as the officers work to-

ward implement ideas for the overall good of the school. 

 

Field Trips 
 

Throughout the school year, field trips may be planned which will be a purposeful extension of 

classroom activity.  Each Preschool and Kindergarten student must have an adult chaperone in 

order to attend a field trip.  Transportation is not provided by GCA for Preschool and typically 

Kindergarten.  Transportation for Elementary and Middle School students is handled differ-

ently. 

ACADEMICS 
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Homework 
 

Believing that homework is an integral part of the school program, each teacher is at liberty to 

give homework that will enhance or reinforce the subject matter taught.   Homework may be 

assigned on a daily basis.  From time to time special projects or catch-up work may require 

some weekend time. However, homework will rarely be assigned for Wednesday evenings in 

support of childrenôs activities in various churches. 

 

All students are expected to make up any missed work, due to absence or uncompleted work in 

class, as homework.   Each student is expected to complete successfully the homework assigned 

each day.  Failure to complete homework assignments may affect the studentôs grade and      

ultimately jeopardize the studentôs advancement if it results in lack of understanding of the  

subject matter.    

 

Teachers utilize www.new.schoolnotes.com and www.teacherease.com to communicate with 

parents.  Please check these websites regularly and contact your childôs teacher with questions. 

  

Grading: 
Preschool Progress Reports will go home twice during the school year.  For Elementary and 

Middle School (K-8), the school year will be divided into three marking periods. Report Cards 

will be sent home at the end of each trimester.

Second through Eighth Grade Report Cards: 
 

Beginning in the Second Grade, we introduce letter grades for core subjects.  When students 

reach the fifth grade all subjects receive a letter grade. Students are evaluated in the areas of 

language skills, motor skills, social skills, personal skills, and academic skills. 

 

Parent/Teacher Conferences 
 

Preschool Parent/Teacher conferences are scheduled twice in the year (after the progress reports 

go home).   These conferences may be telephone conferences. 

 

Elementary and Middle School conferences are scheduled two times during the year-  Novem-

ber and February. November conferences are mandatory; February conferences are optional. 

 

At any time during the school year, parents are encouraged to contact the teacher regarding any 

problems or questions concerning their child.  It is the desire of Glasgow Christian Academy to 

be an extension of the home so we encourage dialogue between the parents and teacher at any 

time. If you wish to speak with your child's teacher, please call the Glasgow Christian      Acad-

emy office and schedule a time that is convenient for both parent and teacher.

At the present time all supplies needed for each student for the school year are included in the 

price of registration.  However, there may be times when parents are asked to  provide various 

supplies.  We provide each Preschool student with a GCA tote bag and each new Elementary 

School student with a GCA book bag.  Middle School students provide their own backpack. 

 

Lunchtime 
 

Lunch for full-day Elementary and Middle School students (1st through 8th grade) will last for 

30 minutes every day and will be eaten in the Family Life CenterðGCAôs lunchroom.  Stu-

dents will not have access to a microwave or refrigerator.   Therefore, parents will need to 

pack lunch items that will not require heating or refrigeration.  Students will also need to bring 

lunch items that they can manage themselves.  Please do not pack items that need to be cut up, 

are too difficult for a student to open, or require adult assistance of any kind.  It is imperative 

that every child have proper nutrition so that he/she will have energy to learn.  Preschool snacks 

are donated by the parents and served to the students by the teachers.
