All students must have access to a computer and printer outside of school.  Any printing or copying done in our computer lab or asked of an individual teacher that is not part of any class using the computer lab at the time, will be charged at a rate of $.025 per page.
· Bible – NIV will be used for instruction in Bible (students may use versions like King James, New American Standard, or English Standard Version, knowing text may be slightly different)

· Large backpack (wheels are acceptable but they MUST be part of the backpack.

· USB Drive – minimum of 4GB

· #2 Pencils and/or #7 lead mechanical pencil(s) with a supply of extra lead

· Handheld pencil sharpener
· Eraser

· Red Pen (Math), Blue/Black Pens (all other subjects)

· 6 color highlighter pack

· Colored pencils (Study Skills)

· Fine point Expo markers multi-pack (to be used on individual white boards in math)

· Kleenex/tissues – one individual box for students to erase white boards in Math

· Protractor, Compass, and Ruler
· Texas Instruments Calculator TI-30XA (Walmart sells this calculator for $9.99) or a comparable scientific calculator model
· Graph Composition Book or 3 ring graph paper in math binder

· (4) durable pocket folders or separate binders (if desired) for Language, History, Bible, Science
· (4) Binders – 2” Binder with 2 index tabs (Math), 1 ½” Binder (Family & Consumer Science), 1” Binder with 10 index tabs (Study Skills and Health), and 1” black binder (Music)
· 2-3 packs of 3 hole 8 x 11” lined loose leaf paper
· APRON (Family and Consumer Science)
